Requirements for materials design:
1. The volume of articles is 5-10, abstracts – 1-2 FULL PAGES, printed at 1.5 intervals on one side of a standard A-4 sheet in Times New Roman font, 14 pt. Text editor – Microsoft Word (version 6 and higher). Margins: top, bottom, right, left – 20 mm without page numbering. Indentation is required at the end of the text.
2. The structure of the abstract is as follows: the title of the work in capital letters in the center, bold; names and initials of the authors in the center; full name of the institution, city, country; e-mail:, with the main text printed at intervals from the paragraph.
3. The following elements are mandatory in the preparation of abstracts: in the introduction (paragraph), briefly state the problem statement in general and its connection with important scientific or practical tasks, formulate the purpose (paragraph); present the research methods (paragraph); present the main research material with justification of the scientific results obtained (paragraph); determine (paragraph) the conclusions and prospects for further research in this area. THE WORDS "INTRODUCTION", "PURPOSE", "RESEARCH METHODS", "RESEARCH RESULTS" AND "CONCLUSIONS" ARE NOT HIGHLIGHTED IN THE TEXT OF THE ABSTRACT.
4. Articles for publication should be prepared in the following sequence: UDC; title of the article (in capital letters, bold); initials and surnames of the authors; full name of the institution from which the work was published; summary and keywords in Ukrainian, introduction, purpose, methods and materials, research results, conclusions, literature (highlighted in square brackets, references to Russian-language sources are prohibited), summary and keywords in English.
